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General information

Careful inspection of incoming materials is an essential part of any business transaction. Handling and storage of the flooring must be done with care.
The flooring packages must be stored on level and dry ground, protected from weather in a closed building. We recommend conditioning the end
products for at least 48 hours before installation according to the expected room climate ( > 18 °C, 40 - 70 % relative humidity). Acclimatising takes
place packed, lying flat with a minimum distance of 50 cm to all walls. Before and during installation, the floor elements must be checked for possible
defects. Damaged flooring boards or those that differ from the norm should not be installed but returned to the supplier to be replaced. For more

As slight colour variations occur due to inherent variations in the substrate, we recommend that components used next to each other —in one flooring
surface — are selected from the same production batch to ensure colour uniformity or colour consistency.

Suitability for underfloor heating

EGGER floors are suitable for hot water underfloor heating and electric underfloor heating. The surface temperature of the heated flooring structure
must not exceed 28° C and heating up too quickly must be avoided. Installation on surface heating systems with night storage function is not permitted.
EGGER laminate floors may only be installed on electric flat / foil heating systems that are equipped with temperature sensors and controllers.
